What To Bring
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1. Your sponsor money (pledges) sealed in your completed Collection Envelope: EVERY walker must be registered online with a waiver signed or complete a Walker envelope on Walk Day. This is JDRF’s way of accurately tracking team and individual totals (number of walkers and dollars raised). If you have not received an envelope from your Team Captain, or if you are an individual walker, envelopes will be available at Registration.

· All walkers turning in $100 or more will receive a JDRF Walk t-shirt.


2. Wear comfortable walking shoes and sunscreen.  It is suppose to be a beautiful day but you might want to bring an umbrella and jacket just in case.  We will walk rain or shine! 
3. And, if you’re walking on a team don’t forget to wear your team t-shirt.

[image: image3.wmf]1.  Signage and volunteers will be provided to assist you in locating registration.  Proceed to Registration to check in, sign your waiver, and turn in your money. Please keep the following in mind when completing your envelope:

· A home address is preferred in order to expedite the delivery of JDRF Walk prizes.

· Don’t forget to include your team name and team captain name.
· An waiver must be signed by each Walker.  
· Walkers are asked NOT to combine funds into one envelope.

2. If you raised $100+, pick up your JDRF Walk T-shirt at the T-Shirt Tent: You will receive a t-shirt ticket for your shirt when you turn in your donations at Registration/Check In.
3. Find your teammates and gather for a TEAM PICTURE.   Pictures will be scheduled every five minutes beginning at 8:00 am. Contact Deb @ deuculano@jdrf.org to schedule a time.  Pictures will be taken by the Hog Statue at The Gardens. The team captain and candid photos will be available online at www.nwaphoto.com.
4. Enjoy the entertainment: We’ll have the Extreme Dance Machine and special attractions for kids of all ages. Kids can play on the inflatables, meet SpongBob Square Pants, have fun at the Cox Communications Kids’Corner, and explore the fire truck and smoke house.  Don’t forgot to stop by the Northwest Arkansas Pediatric Clinic table for a JDRF sneaker or M&M  tattoo!  Bring a camera to capture all the fun!
5. Bring some extra money and stop by the JDRF table (blue tents) and stock up on some '07 Walk Shirts, JDRF Stickers, bracelets, and bumper stickers.

6.  Stop by the JDRF table and sign up to be a JDRF Advocate and sign the petition for a JDRF license plate. Raise JDRF awareness to multitudes both statewide and nationally! Arkansas has a program in which a non profit organization can design its own license plate, and the state will offer it as an upgrade when Arkansas citizens renew their tags each year. We need to get 300 signatures from individuals saying that they would be willing to get the license plates if it was offered.  Anyone who upgrades to a JDRF specialized license plate will also be able to make an added donation to JDRF.  Thank you to the Perkins family for taking the leadership on this exciting opportunity.

A table will be set up at the walk for the JDRF License Plate Sign Up, so, we'd like all our moms, dads, grandmas, grandpas, aunts and uncles to sign up and help us get to the 300 names we need.

Final results will be announced at the post-Walk Awards & Appreciation Reception on November 14. An overall preliminary total for JDRF’s 2008 Walk will be announced at the Closing Ceremonies immediately following the Walk.

Pledge Prize & Golden Sneaker Award Info

All donations for pledge prize and Golden Sneaker Award* eligibility must be received by JDRF by October 10. Envelopes and forms to mail post-Walk funds to JDRF will be available at Registration. All pledge prizes will be ordered after the October 10 deadline. Please allow 6-8 weeks after the pledge deadline for delivery. Please note that pledge prizes cannot be shipped to post office boxes. 

* All Walkers raising $1,000 + in pledges will receive JDRF’s Golden Sneaker Award. Awards will be presented at the Awards & Appreciation Reception.

PARKING

Walkers should park in Lot 56 which is at the corner of Sixth Street (Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Blvd.) and Razorback Road.  Please do not park in spaces marked as Resident Reserved or Handicapped.

GENERAL DRIVING DIRECTIONS to UA and The Gardens at Razorback Road
From the South: Take I-40 to I-540 North (exit 7). From I-540 North to Razorback Road (exit 61). Turn right on Razorback Road, heading north. The campus entrance is located at the corner of Razorback Road and Sixth Street (Martin Luther King, Jr, Memorial Blvd).   The Gardens is on the corner of Leroy Pond and Razorback Road.  Parking is available in Lot 56.
From the North: After Bella Vista, take I-540 South all the way to Fayetteville. From I-540, exit Hwy 112 (exit 66). Turn right on Hwy 112 and travel south for 2 miles until you reach the campus entrance at the corner of Garland Avenue and Cleveland Street. (After crossing the North Street intersection, Hwy 112 becomes Garland Avenue.)  Take Garland and turn right on to Maple.  Take Maple to Razorback Rd .  Parking is available in Lot 56 which is at the corner of Razorback Road and Sixth Street. 

From the East: Take Hwy 412 to I-540. See directions from north.

From the West: Take Hwy 412 east via Cherokee Turnpike from Tulsa, Okla., to I-540 South. See directions from north.
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
